Bid on the Items You Want Starting December 1

Purchasers choose which of the items they are interested in by purchasing tickets at $1 each
or six for $5. They then mark their tickets and deposit them in the special pantry raffle box in the
bank lobby beginning December 2.
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The final opportunity to bid on items is Friday night, December 5, when tickets may be
placed in marked bags beside the raffle items.

Winners will be announced the evening of the raffle at 8 pm. Winners need not be present
and will be contacted by phone.

Last Year the raffle raised more than $524 to help the pantry purchase food for those in need
from the community. This is the 12th year Genoa Main Street, Inc. has sponsored the raffle to
benefit the food pantry.
